 Selma has an undulating geography that slopes from west to east and to the north. The south 
western corner incorporating Scrub paddock is timbered with box on the loamy soils and rises to 
lancewood forest on sandstone ridges with some rocky outcrops. The loamy soils are well grassed 
with Buffel, Urochloa and the forest features Mitchell and Native grasses plus edible shrubs such as 
Silverleaf and Myrtle. The balance of Selma are its feature soils being a mixture of scrub soils and 
semi-open downs soils. The scrub soils have been cleared and blade ploughed and seeded to buffel, 
silk and legumes such as Siratro and Seca Stylo. Approximately 2000 acres was cultivated and 
produced excellent sorghum, wheat and sunflower crops over 40 years. The current owners are 
focussed on livestock production and have planted the cultivation areas back to Butterfly pea, 
Katambora Rhodes, Bambatsi panic, Lucerne and Seca and balanced the pasture mix with Buffel 
grass and cover crops of Silk sorghum or Forage sorghums.  

 These pasture establishment programs are well advanced and have been consolidated over the last 
four years with livestock showing significant weight gains of 1.3kg to 1.8kg per day.
